ITOGLOW is applied in the same way as standard
water based pigments print pastes followed by
curing at 150°C for 3 minutes

In Printing:

e ITOGLOW PRINT PASTE : 100 parts

¢ Drying : 100°C for 1 minute

e Curing : 150°C for 1-3 minutes

N.B. If a weaker effect is required it is possible
to mix the ITOGLOW PRINT PASTE with an
appropriate print binder such as ITOBINDER AG
at a ratio that gives the desired glow in the dark
effect. In this case it may be necessary to add an
appropriate thickener to achieve the correct paste
viscosity to enable printing

In Printing (Example):

¢ ITOGLOW PRINT PASTE : 10-100 parts

e ITOBINDER AG : O- 90 parts

e Print Thickener : 1-5 parts

e Drying : 100°C for 1 minute

e Curing : 150°C for 1-3 minutes

Typical Light Fastness value:
